
Droopy Eyes 
Although drooping eyes that slope downward can 
be seen at any age, this is sometimes the look of 
mature eyes of other shapes as well. 

1. Highlighter shade: Apply on brow bone, lid and 
along inner third of lower lashes. 

2. Midtone shade: Starting slightly in from the 
outside corner, bring the color across the 
crease into the inside corner of the crease.  

3. Accent shade: Starting just slightly in from the 
outside corner, bring your color up and into the 
crease. Next, sweep contour color along the 
lower lash line, making sure once again, to 
start slightly in from the outside corner 

4. Eyeliner: Glide on along upper and (if desired) 
lower lashline. Soften with the Eyeliner/
Eyebrow Brush, if desired. 

5. Mascara: Apply to upper and (if desired)  to 
lower lashes. 
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
